For Whom?  German Immersion Camp is ONLY for fourth year students of German who are committed to doing their VERY BEST to try to speak ONLY German for about 28 hours along with lots of other students from around Washington who are committed to doing the same.  It’s a challenge and a BLAST!

What???
German Immersion Camp is an overnight camp in which students are expected to be – you guessed it – immersed in German!  We will be doing lots of great activities: games, movies, songs, crafts, meals, scavenger hunts, cooking, skits, dreaming (maybe!) etc... all auf Deutsch! 

Why?
The VERY best way for you to improve your German is to challenge yourself to USE it... talk around your missing vocabulary, be creative.  

How much? This camp is underwritten by grants from the American Association of Teachers of German so the cost is kept pretty low.  For the weekend, including meals, accommodation, materials for all the activities, talented and enthusiastic staffing the cost is $55.
